· APPROVAL OF MINUTES
February 23, 2016 Minutes
Simpson made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Deere seconded motion which passed unanimously.   
· COMMENTS / ANNOUNCEMENTS    

Napper introduced out newest Animal Control Officer, Katja Ford.  She was welcomed by all.
· HEARING AGENDA
Case 2016-41 – Citation 2016-784 – 320 10th Ave W - Owner: Doris E. Gillum – Respondent: Mona Ware, P.O.A. – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation & Fees: $306.75

Schargorodski explained the details of the case and also expressed there were multiple attempted contacts made to the owner and daughter of the owner.  But, the property has never come into compliance.  After the second citation had been issued the granddaughter of the owner came into our office to pay the first citation.  Joiner came out to help her with this and discussed the situation with her.  The granddaughter called her mother, Mona Ware, and Joiner explained the situation to her as well including the option to appeal the 2nd citation.  
Mona Ware came to the podium and explained to the board that she has had to step in to take care of her mother Doris Gillum, who has had multiple health issues.  Ware expressed that they did let things go some, due to the number of hours she is working as well as taking care of her mother.  Ware provided a copy of an estimate from Window World to replace 3 – 5 windows.  Window World also cleans gutters, so she will be speaking to them about that as well.  
Deere pointed out that the estimate was dated October 12, 2015, and asked if they would still honor the agreement.  Ware responded “yes.”

Simpson made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $306.75.  Deere seconded motion which passed unanimously.
Case 2016-39 – Citation 2016-704 – 1524 Parkhurst Dr - Owner: D & L Rentals LLC – Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation & Fees: $606.75

Schargorodski explained the violations to the board including a new complaint from the current tenants residing at this residence.  So now there are not only exterior violations that need to be addressed, but interior violations as well.  Some of the interior violations had to be fixed within 24 hours.  
Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $606.75 and to implement a per-day fine in the amount of $300.00 to run until the property is in compliance. Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.
· OLD BUSINESS

Case 2015-3418 – Citation 2015-2674 – 2340 Russellville Rd – Owner: YB&R Investments LLC – Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation & Fees: $156.75

Schargorodski explained that there has been no change to the property.
There was discussion about the City going in and demolishing the mobile homes and some of the other structures on this parcel.  It was expressed that the fines that would be incurred by the City would be lien against the property.  When the property is sold, the liens would then be paid.  
Simpson made the motion to instruct the staff to seek voluntary or involuntary action on the part of Mr. Minton for the demolition of the property with the exception of three homes located to the right as you face the property.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.
Case 2015-4424 – 1777 Holly Dr #A – Owner: Kacee Enterprises LLC - Respondent: Emmanuel Iyiegbuniwe – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Per day fines: $7,500.00 to date

Schargorodski explained that the tenant has moved out and he has not been able to gain access to the interior since.  Schargorodski added that he has had two more conversations with Mr. Emmanuel and also spoke with the contractor Mr. Emmanuel hired to do the work on the property.  As of today, the contractor is not going to be completing the work for Mr. Emmanuel.
Mr. Emmanuel expressed to the board again that he has been out of the country during some of this case.  He further explained that he received a quote from Window World for the windows.  Mr. Emmanuel also contacted CMS Roofing, who he hired to do all the work.  He told CMS Roofing that he has Code Enforcement violations that he is trying to get fixed.  Mr. Emmanuel mentioned some concerns he is having about conversations between Schargorodski and CMS Roofing.  A new contract with a new company was provided to the board.  
Deere made a motion to uphold the fine of $4,200.00 accrued since the February 23, 2016 meeting, and continue the per-day fine in the amount of $150.00 per-day to run for a term of 35 days.  If the repairs are made per the contracts then the fine of $150.00 per-day will be waived.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously. 

Case 2015-3569 – 452 Webb Dr – Owner: Charles Satterfield – Officer Brad Schargorodski

Per day fines: $7,500.00 to date

Schargorodski explained that all violations still remain.
Satterfield came to the podium and stated that he does not take responsibility of this property due to not being able to get a clear title to sell the property.  So, he would like to let the City have it.  Lots of discussion was made on this property before making a motion.
Thomas made the motion to suspend the ongoing per day fines at this location and direct the Code Enforcement Staff to request that the City’s Legal Department enforce liens on this property and initiate the process to foreclose on the property.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.
