Case 2012-523 – 915 Josephine St – Respondent: Lauren Dowell – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $55.75
Christerson explained that this was a complaint from a citizen and the complaint was about logs at the back of the property and a toilet on the front lawn.  When Christerson went back for her follow up inspection the toilet was removed but the logs were still present.  A citation was issued at that time.
Dowell explained that the logs are being used as seats around a fire pit and for landscaping purposes.

Butts also spoke on this matter due to working the same type of case two years ago.  The discussion back then was that she could keep the logs for landscaping, but that was it.
