· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

January 25, 2011 – Parrigin made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Eichelberger seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Case 2010-4409 – 919 Park St – Respondent: Mark Hood – Code Official: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $155.54
Official, Melissa Christerson explained that this was a complaint.  The property is not big enough to build on, and the owner has been parking his vehicles on the property.  When the vehicles were not removed a citation was written, and the owner has appealed the citation.

Respondent, Mark Hood stated the sole purpose of buying this property was to park his vehicles on it.  Both are licensed and insured.

Christerson explained that if Hood wanted to come in and apply for a grading or paving permit, then it would go through all the approvals and then pave the property, at that time the property would be in compliance.  
Hood asked if this property was grandfather in, but Colovos explained that the ordinance has been in place since 2001, so his property would not fall into that category.  

Wilder asked Hood if he had another place to park his vehicles for now, Hood responded, yes, he would park them on the street.

Rockhold made a motion to revisit this property at the March 22, 2011 meeting and at that time the board will need to see what information Planning & Zoning will allow on which type of material will be acceptable for the parking area.  Eichelberger seconded motion which passed unanimously.  

Case 2010-4795 – 619 Covington St – Respondent: Debra Smith – Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $105.54

Official, Melissa Christerson explained that this was a complaint driven inspection for over occupancy.  The property is zoned RS-1/Single Family Residential.  After making several attempts to make contact with the renters, Christerson was finally able to catch a tenant at the home, and explained the situation to them.  The tenant stated to Christerson that there were five girls living in the home.  The owners were given 30 days to get the property back in compliance.  That was not enough time for them, so a citation was issued and the agent for the property owner appealed it.  

Respondent, Debra Smith is with Crye-Leike Real estate and she represented the owners.  She stated that there are five girls living in the home and the lease will not be up until the end of May, which is when the semester ends.  Smith stated that this would be a hardship on the students as well as a financial hardship for the owners.  In the pasted when the owners tried renting the property they had a hard time trying to rent it to families, so they rented it to students instead.  The owners are on a fixed income and rely on this rent every month to live on.  Smith stated she did not know that the home was zoned RM-1 when they were trying to rent it.  
Rockhold asked Smith if they had been in contact with Planning & Zoning to see about getting the property rezoned.  Smith stated that they have not.  Rockhold asked if there were enough legal parking spaces for all the tenants to park on.  Smith stated yes, the driveway is a double drive, plus there is plenty of parking on the street.  

Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and fine, but since the students have signed a lease, we should honor that lease and let the students stay until the end of the semester.  Eichelberger seconded motion.  Motion not passed, 2 yes & 2 no.
Rockhold made a motion to give the tenants 30 days to vacate the property.  Parrigin seconded motion.  Motion not passed, 2 yes & 2 no.

· OLD BUSINESS
Case 2010-4773 – 1175 Vine St – Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $130.54

Christerson explained that three more attempts have been made to contact Jack Miller.  A Findings of Fact letter, Notice to Appear letter, and Letter to let Miller know he needed to contact the Code Enforcement office about this property.  
Rockhold made a motion to issue an intent to demolish.  Miller will have until the March 22, 2011 meeting to come before the CE board to plea his case.  Wilder seconded motion which passed 3 to 1.

Case 2010-3862 – 1142 Kenton St – Respondent: Michael John Davis - Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $386.08

Christerson the owner took down some trees that needed to be taken down, but work has stopped.  Davis has come in tonight to explain his plan for the property.

Respondent Michael Davis stated that he does not live at this property, so some of the mail that has been sent, he has not received.  The letters, Notices of Violation and Citations that Davis has received, he stated, have been difficult to read through because of how the Code is written, not to mention this is all a little overwhelming.  Davis has now made contact with a contractor to get the property cleaned up, and he is hoping to have that done over the next two to three weeks.  

Colovos stated that after the contractor Scotty Shehan and Davis had met and looked at the property, Colovos emailed Shehan a copy of the violations that would need to be corrected.  

Davis also stated that he has already spent $2,000 on the property taking the trees down and he will be spending another $2,000 more on the property to finish getting it back into compliance, so if there would be any way that the fines that have been levied against the property could be removed, that would be greatly appreciated.
Rockhold made a motion that we revisit this property at the March 22, 2011 meeting to see if the property is in compliance or will have a plan to how much longer it will take to get it into compliance. Parrigin seconded motion which passed unanimously.
