CODE ENFORCEMENT BOARD

TUESDAY, April 24, 2007

City Hall Commission Chambers – 1001 College Street

· CALL TO ORDER 

The meeting was called the meeting to order at 5:02 pm.  
· ROLL CALL 

Present: Alice Rockhold,  Roger LaPointe, Lyle Parrigin. & Mark Boling.  Jerry Wilder was absent.
· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

March 27, 2007  – LaPointe  made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.   Rockhold seconded the motion to approve. Motion passed by unanimous vote.

These proceedings are recorded and aired live on Cable Channel 4 and the recording will serve as official record.  Summary information is as follows.

· PARKING CITATIONS
BG 102838 - – issued by J. Vickous – respondent – Elizabeth Peterson
Officer Vickous confirmed the citation as issued.  Respondent stated that she was out of town when the citation was issued and that parking in the area had changed while she was away.  Rockhold made a motion to waive the citation and fine.  There was no second to the motion.  Parrigin made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the associated fine.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· HEARING AGENDA

CDEF2007-1023 - 1305 Nutwood Street – issued by Melissa Christerson – respondent John Scott Gaines


Colovos presented and confirmed the citation for Christerson.  Respondent stated that he had no received the Notice of 
Violation and that when he received the citation he immediately went and got the problem corrected.  Respondent stated 
that in the past he has received violation notices from the City and that he has always complied.  He presented an open 
records document showing where he had several violations on different properties he owns which were brought into 
compliance without a citation being issued.  


Colovos stated that the violations have been corrected which were issued in CDEF2007-1023.  Rockhold made a motion to  
uphold the citation but waive the fine.  Parrigin seconded the motion.  LaPointe and Boling voted no for this motion with 
Rockhold and Parrigin voting yes.  Motion did not pass as it was a split decision due to lack of all members being.  Legal 
counsel advised that this case could be heard next month when all members are present or there is a quorum.

Respondent stated that he would not be available for the May 2007 meeting and requested that it be heard at the June 2007 
meeting.


CDEF2007-858 – 1800 Kenton Street – issued by Melissa Christerson – respondent Max Weaver


Citation was confirmed by Colovos who was presenting the case for Melissa Christerson.  He stated that the Notice of 
Violation was issued for several violations.  All but two were corrected.  Respondent stated that the wheel which he was 
cited for was the spare wheel for the trailer which he had loaded with debris that he was hauling off.  The refrigerator on 
the back porch is full of food and is an older type of refrigerator that if someone got inside of it,  they could push the door 
to open.  He did agree that he would put a chain and a padlock on the refrigerator to satisfy the code.  LaPointe made a 
motion to uphold the citation but waive associated fines if refrigerator was secured by Friday April 27, 2007.  Parrigin 
seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2007-1504 – 1285 Kentucky Street – Barry Cummings – presented by Clerk

CEB Clerk read a fax that was sent to respondent.  The fax was from a mowing contractor of the respondent who stated 
that the mowing company had mowed the incorrect lot on Kentucky Street.  LaPointe made a motion to uphold the citation 
and associated fines.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· CONSENT AGENDA

Request for approval of Citations written October 18, 2006 – April 16, 2007 – The Clerk stated that there were 108 
citations issued in that time frame for a total of $24,432.56.  LaPointe made a motion to uphold the citations written and 
presented on the Consent Agenda list.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
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· NEW BUSINESS

CDEF2007-562 – 100 Cherry Way – issued by Melissa Christerson

Colovos presented this case for Christerson.  He stated that many corrections came about with the Notice of Violation 
being sent but that the wood pile that they owner was cited for was being used as a heat source,  therefore not a violation.  
Parrigin made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the associated fines.  LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   
Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2007-971 – 206 Springhill Avenue – issued by David Herrman

Herrman requested that the citation and fine issued was issued prematurely.  He stated that due to computer problems,  a 
verbal extension of the compliance time was not showing up for scheduled re-inspections.  He stated that the re-inspection 
was done on its original scheduled date.  Parrigin made a motion to waive the citation and the associated fine.  LaPointe 
seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2007-725 – 1608 Madison Street – issued by David Herrman

Herrman stated that this property was part of an estate.  An extension was granted and is scheduled for mid May 2007.  
Request to begin demolition proceedings if property is not in compliance on re-inspection date.  LaPointe made a motion to  
approve demolition proceedings if property is not in compliance on date of re-inspection.  Rockhold seconded the motion 
to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.

CDEF2007-267 – 1139 Crewdson Drive – issued by Tad Douglas

Douglas stated that this property is actually split half in the city limits and half in the county.  Resident was under the 
impression that all of the rear property from the fence row back was in the county when in reality the city county split line 
was further back than the property owner had been told or realized.  The City of Bowling Green had engineering confirm 
the end of the city limits.  Once the correct city/county line was determined,  property owner immediately moved the items 
originally thought to be in violation back behind the city limit line.  LaPointe made a motion to waive the citation and 
associated fines.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
              CDEF2002-372  -  601 Chestnut Street – Alex Colovos
              Colovos requested that the associated fine for this property and citation be dismissed as the property owner has since  


              changed hands and the fine is uncollectible.  Parrigin made a motion to dismiss the associated fines for this citation.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                            
              LaPointe seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
              CDEF2007-266 - 0 Crewdson Drive – Tad Douglas

               Douglas stated that this is a vacant parcel.  Douglas stated that the owner had been fiend $350 and was supposed to clear 
               the first 50 feet of the property to a condition where it could be maintained.  Douglas stated that Mr. Alford had called to                                                 
               state that he had cleaned up the trash and asked if he could push the brush that would result due to the excavation of 
                               
               vegetation in the area to the back of the property.  He was given two weeks to complete that.  Upon re-inspection the                             

               property and the first 50 feet were still in violation.  LaPointe questioned why 50 feet was all that was required for him to 
               clean.  Douglas stated that he did not want the area to become a dumping ground or continue to be a dumping ground.  
               LaPointe made a motion to  require the property owner to clear the entire parcel of property from the date of delivery of                         
                the Findings of Fact and that if the property was not brought into compliance within that 30 day time frame,  that the     

                Board would entertain a $200 per day fine.  Rockhold seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
              CDEF2006-2124 – 1732 Johnson Drive – Bartsch to present for legal

               Bartsch stated that this property has changed ownership and that the balance on the citation is uncollectible as it was issued 
               to the former property owner.  LaPointe made a motion to dismiss the fine balance associated with the citation.  Parrigin                   

               seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
       CDEF2007-1537 – 1640 Curd Drive – issued by David Herrman
       Herrman stated that due to staff error,  property owner was not given the require amount of time to correct the violation              
       before the citation was issued.  Parrigin made a motion to dismiss this citation and associated fine for the parcel.  LaPointe                                                         
        seconded the motion to pass.   Motion passed by unanimous vote.
· OLD BUSINESS
· COMMENTS / ANNOUNCEMENTS

LaPointe and Parrigin both stated that they would not be in attendance for the scheduled May 22,2007 meeting.
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· ADJOURNMENT
