· APPROVAL OF MINUTES

February 22, 2011 – Rockhold made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Parrigin seconded the motion, which passed unanimously.

Harmon mentioned that the new Smoking Ordinance will be going into effect on April 28, 2011.  
Also, the Repeat Offender ordinance will go through one more reading before becoming a City ordinance.

Officer Ward was not able to attend the board meeting.

Parrigin made a motion to dismiss the case.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Citation amount: $105.54

The son of the owner came forward and stated that they are seeking rezoning of this property.  This process can take up to 90 days, so they are asking that we give them until June 28, 2011 to either get the property rezoned or have some of the tenants move out.
This property will be revisited on June 28, 2011.

Colovos stated that this property has been brought into compliance.  
Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Parrigin seconded motion which passed unanimously.
Case 2010-3862 – 1142 Kenton St – Respondent: Michael John Davis - Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $386.08

Colovos stated that the property is now in compliance.  
Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Parrigin seconded motion.  Motion passed 3 to 1.
Case 2010-4773 – 1175 Vine St – Respondent: Jack Miller - Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $130.54

Colovos reminded the board that at our last meeting an intent to demolish was ordered.  Several attempts have been made to make contact with the owner with no success.  Finally, the week before the board meeting, Miller has come into the office, given a copy of the citation with a list of all violations.  Miller was told he was to come to the board meeting with a plan and how long it would take him to bring the property into compliance.
Miller responded by saying most of the problems with the property was caused by the tenants that were previously living in the house.  Miller stated that he will begin work on the property on 3/31/11 and will complete the work by 9/30/11.

Rockhold asked if the tenants have been evicted.  Miller stated yes.

Tabitha Joiner reminded the board that the city removed the tenants from that property using city money and placed them into another unit.  Miller did not evict them.

Miller said that he would be doing most of the work himself of the property.  He is a ex-master electrician, so he has the knowledge and skills.

Teddy Webb reminded Miller that if his license has expired, he might have to re-test to get his Master electricians license back, in order to do the work.  Webb asked Miller what his plans were to do with the electrical repairs.  Miller said he was going to switch out the service.
Webb stated to the board that he recommended that the electrical be brought up to current code.

Rockhold made a motion that the citation and fine will stand and the code official will 
make a monthly inspection on the property.  The code official will update the board on the 
progression of the property. Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously. 

Case 2010-1466 – 1333 Scottsville Rd – Respondent: William Davis & Keith Dietz - Code Official: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: $200.00

Gene Harmon stated that there has not really been any change with this property.  HUD still has not made a decision on what will happen with the case.  

Dietz said there has not been any change on the HUD case.  HUD could not provide a letter about this case.  There has been no indication on how much longer this case will go on for.  Currently there are 16 recoveries living in this house.
Harmon came back to the podium and pointed out that the issue that the owners are having with HUD are on a discrimination complaint and has nothing to do with the property being in violation of the Planning & Zoning ordinance.
Rockhold made a motion to withhold a ruling on the case and revisit this case at the April 26, 2011 Board meeting.  Thomas seconded motion.  Motion passed 3 to 1.
