Citation fees: $206.75
Hillard explained the violations on this property and did see that some of the work had been done, but it wasn’t all complete so she left a door hanger.  When compliance still had not been made, the property was cited and mowed by a city contractor.  After this had been completed Hillard stated she was contacted by Allan Walker, the son of the owner, and he explained that he was trying to take care of his mother’s property since she had passed away in May.  Hillard explained that when preparing for the hearing, she realized that she had put an structural fee in on an non-structural violation.  So, Hillard spoke to Supervisor Napper and Walker the error.  It was agreed that we would withdraw the appeal and ask for the citation, postage and work order fees to be upheld and waive the citation fee.  Walker also agreed to pay the postage and work order fee.

Dearbone made the motion uphold the citation but waive the citation fees of $150.00 and the mowing and postage fees will stand at $56.75.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.
