This is a Planning & Zoning case that was worked by James Heady.  His supervisor Ben Peterson was also present to help answer any questions or further explain the ordinance if needed.  Heady explained the violations and showed pictures to the board.

ZO Article 4.5.4.C.10.a – Parking Standard. – All parking areas in the RM-2, RM-3, and RM-4 zoning districts shall be paved with asphalt, concrete, brick pavers, or similar material.

•
ZO Article 4.5.4.D – Landscaping.  All multi-family residential development shall comply with the minimum landscaping standards set forth in Section 4.6.8.D Landscaping.

•
ZO Article 4.5.8.D.5 – Screening of Service Structures and Equipment.  All trash disposal units and ground level storage units shall be enclosed within walls, vegetation, or earthen berm on all sides with an opening door for the removal of trash or stored items.

Grant Wilson and his attorney Travis Lock came to the podium.  Lock proceeded to ask Heady some questions to clarify the ordinance further.  Once those were answered Lock asked what Mr. Wilson would need to do in order to bring this property back into compliance.  After much correspondence both parties agreed to give Wilson 35 days (November 27, 2018 CENB meeting) to get this project started.  An update on the progress will need to be given to the board and will be reassessed at that time.   

The neighbors, Lynn & Kevin Walsh, who own the property at 1519 Park St located just behind Wilson’s property, were also present to speak to the board about the impact these changes have made to their property as well.  Their attorney Matt Baker was also present.  Mrs. Walsh came to the podium and explained how the changes the Wilson made to the property by taking all the landscape buffer out has created more problems on their property.  There are issues with headlights shining through the windows at night, sound issues and some water drainage issues happening.  Water is now draining from 615 Cabell Dr into the back yard of the Walsh’s property and has created a problem with standing water.  
Items that need to be corrected to bring the property into compliance are:

The gravel will need to be removed and replaced with landscaping.

Screening of the dumpsters.

Deere made a motion to provide a 60 day window to come up with a plan between Mr. Wilson, the neighbors and the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Thomas amended the motion to have the plan submitted in 30 days.  Wilder seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  

An update to this case will be heard on November 27, 2018.

ADJOURNMENT 
After all business had been conducted, Thomas made a motion to adjourn at 6:15 PM.  Deere seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  The next scheduled meeting of the CENB will be on Tuesday, November 27, 2018 at 5:00 PM in the City Hall Commission Chambers.
