Case 2011-2240 – 304 Sumpter Ave – Respondent: Jeff True – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson

Citation amount: 205.59

Christerson explained that this was a Roaming inspection.  There was a tree that had been cut up, but the logs had not been removed.  Christerson received no contact from the owner until the first citation was issued.  True attempted to appeal the first and second citation, but the deadline for the appeal had passed both times.  True received an extension from Alex Colovos on 10/11/11.  The third citation was issued to give True an opportunity to appeal it to the CEB, which is the citation that was appealed.  The property is in compliance as of today.  All citations were sent certified mail to the owner as well as posted on the property.  After the first citation the mailing address was verified with True to make sure his mail was going to the correct mailing address.  

True came to the podium and stated that he had not received any certified letters until December.  The only way he knew about the violations was through his tenants.  True was told after the first citation, since he had missed his appeal deadline; his only option was to pay the citation.  He did so and then he received the second citation from his tenant, again he said he did not receive anything in the mail.
Thomas made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Wilder seconded the motion which passed unanimously. 
Case 2011-3022 – 1541 Sunrise Dr N – Respondent: F. O. Huffman – Code Enforcement Officer: Teddy Webb

Citation amount: 105.59

The day after the January CEB meeting, Tabitha Joiner received a voicemail from the owner stating why he was unable to be present at the meeting.  After speaking to Gene Harmon, the Attorney for the City of Bowling Green, it was determined to be an extreme circumstance and his case would be heard again in February, to give the owner a chance to come in front of the Board. 
The owner was not present at the CEB meeting again.  Last month’s motion stood as written and no motion was needed.
Case 2012-4 – 107 Gordon Ave – Respondent: Edwin Phelps – Code Enforcement Officer: Melissa Christerson
Citation amount: $80.59
This was a Roaming inspection that the inspector made where cracked and peeling paint was found as well as two chimneys in disrepair.  Phelps had called the day before his inspection to ask for more time, when he did not receive a call back that day, he called again the next day.  Joiner received the phone call and transferred Phelps to Christerson, since Christerson was out doing inspections.  Christerson had just wrote a citation for this property and informed Phelps that he would need to appeal the citation to get more time from the CEB.  
Phelps explained he has someone that will be taking care of the chimneys and they should have that done fairly quickly.  The painting might take a little longer because we don’t know how the weather is going to hold up.
After more discussion, the Code Enforcement Board gave Phelps until the April 24, 2012 meeting to have the work completed.

Eichelberger made a motion to give the respondent until April 24, 2012 to get the work completed.  If the work has been completed at that time the citation will stand and the fine will be waived.  Rockhold seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2011-3194 – Parking Ticket BG 117910 – Respondent: Tyra Hurst – Officer: Catherine Arnold
Citation amount: $25.00 
Respondent did not appear.  Citation and fine will stand as written.

Humphrey stated that he had moved to this property at the end of January and has not lived in the city limits until now.  He did not realize that parking against traffic was a parking violation.
Eichelberger made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Thomas seconded motion which passed 4-1.
Case 2012-352 – Parking Ticket BG 118447 – Respondent: Teo Kljalc – Officer: Tyler Norris
Citation amount: $25.00 

Officer Norris provided pictures to the Board.
The violation was for not parking in a parking space or parking over the line taking up two parking spaces.  Kljalc stated he was dropping documents off at an attorney’s office and was in a hurry.  After he parked and ran into drop his paperwork off, two minutes later, he came back out and had the ticket on his vehicle.  Kljalc was not aware that this was a violation.  Officer Norris stated that the square was not very busy at the time the citation was issued.  Respondent also stated that he was not just here to appeal this parking ticket, but to voice his opinion that the City of Bowling Green is just trying to increase revenue by writing these parking tickets.  The cases that he heard before his were also ridiculous.  It is a waste of time and taxpayers money.  Why do the police sit on Scottsville Road and hide trying to find people to issue tickets to?  Why are they harassing people?
Rockhold stated that Kljalc is out of order and he will need to take his complaint somewhere else that is not what this Board is in place for.

Kljalc also stated that he would like a written copy of the law, with this violation in it.  He is refusing to pay the ticket and wants to take his case somewhere else.

Thomas made a motion to uphold the citation and fine.  Eichelberger seconded motion which passed unanimously.
