April 26, 2016 Minutes
Simpson made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Broderick introduced the new Executive Director of Planning and Zoning, Ben Peterson and Jessica Martin also with Planning and Zoning.  The board welcomed them.

Case 2016-1500 – Citation 2016-1814 – 508 Pearl St – Owner: Julia Ray – Respondent: Julia Ray – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation fees: $106.75

Schargorodski explained the violations to the board.  The violations for this case have been corrected, but new items now need to be addressed separately. 
Mrs. Ray was not present.

Simpson made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2016-1208 – Citation 2016-2569 – 732 Old Morgantown Rd – Owner: Larry T Lawrence II – Respondent: Jim Maroney – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation fees: $406.75
Schargorodski explained the violations to the board in detail.  Multiple contacts were made to tenants and owner of the property.  When no changes were made at each follow up inspection, citations had to be issued.  After the third citation was issued the property was brought back into compliance.  
Maroney stepped to the podium and explained that the tenants the run a business at this location utilize a lot of pallets, but they are working hard to keep the property in compliance.

Dearbone made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine.  Wilder seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Case 2016-6 – Citation 2016-1776 – 1500 Sunrise Dr N – Owner: D & L Investments LLC – Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Moe Hillard

Per Day Fines: $8,700.00
Hillard gave the board a recap from the previous month’s meeting.  The violations still exist, but an eviction notice has been served at this time.
Minton stated the court date for the eviction is set for May 25, 2016.  

Thomas made a motion to hold in abeyance the $1,677.00 and we hold off on the $300.00 per day fine until the people are out and you have sufficient time which will be by the next meeting to do that. 

Joiner made the board aware that all citations fees totaling $1,677.00 have been upheld previously.  The only fees in question tonight are the per day fines totaling $8,700.00.

Thomas made a motion to hold in abeyance the $300.00 per day fine until the next meeting to see what progress you have made.  Then a new $300.00 per day fine will start when the tenants are out and you can get back in to do the work and that will run to the next meeting.  Dearbone seconded which passed 3-1.
Case 2016-39 – Citation 2016-704 – 1524 Parkhurst Dr - Owner: D & L Rentals LLC – Respondent: Don Minton – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Per day fines: $8,700.00
Schargorodski explained that the property is still in violation at this time.  He spoke to Minton on the phone several times about the property and starting the eviction process in order to gain access to the unit and make the repairs needed.  
Minton stated that the tenant is still in the unit.  She seems to be looking for another place to move, but has filed an eviction at this time.  
Schargorodski shared that this property is going up for Master Commissioner’s sale on June 9th, 2016 and thought the board would want to be made aware of this.  Minton made no mention of this to the board.

Thomas made a motion for the $12,633.75 citation and fees stand and will begin assessing a $300.00 per day fine 10 days after the judge’s ruling to evict.  Wilder seconded motion which did not pass. 2-2

Dearbone made a motion to uphold the current per day fine of $8,700.00 accrued since April 26 and continue a per day fine of $150.00 starting when the tenants are out of the unit that will run until the next meeting.  Simpson seconded motion which passed 3-1.
Case 2015-4424 – Citation 2015-4263 - 1777 Holly Dr #A – Owner: Kacee Enterprises LLC - Respondent: Emmanuel Iyiegbuniwe – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Per day fines: $8,700.00
Schargorodski read the order from the previous CENB meeting and then explained there has not been any addition work completed.  Mr. Emmanuel is not responding to calls, texts or emails.  
There was discussion about what is currently owed on the property and what is on the agenda to be approved 

Thomas made a motion to assess the $12,095.25 plus the accrued $8,700.00 which puts it over $20,000.  If the repairs are not done by the next Code Enforcement and Nuisance Board meeting the City Attorney will foreclose on the property.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.
