CASE #1
Citation BG 124028 – Owner: Kenan Kimble – Officer: Michele Owen
Citation Fees: $25.00

Officer Owen explained that she was fine with dismissing the citation and fine due the construction going on downtown making it confusing for citizens to know where to park.
*Parking prohibited
Ms. Kimble came to the podium and stated that this spot has always been used as a parking spot and it is not marked in any way to indicate that it is not a parking spot.  She mentioned that she has not parked there since, but there are currently vehicles parked in the spot.  Kimble further explained that all the construction going on downtown is making it very difficult to find parking spots.
Thomas made a motion to dismiss the citation and the fine in the amount of $25.00.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #2
Case 2019-2673 – 1302 Eastland St – Owner: Nicholas Edward Wilkins – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation Fees: $154.00

Schargorodski explained the violations to the board and showed photos.  During the course of this case, there have been multiple conversations between Wilkins and Schargorodski, but as time went along Wilkins did not reach out anymore.  When the appeal was filed, was the first time Code Enforcement was made aware of the situation with the contractor that was hired to complete the work on the home.
* Inadequate protective treatment on multiple exterior surfaces of the main dwelling (significant peeling/flaking/chipping paint)

Wilkins came to the podium stating that he hired a painter, gave him a $2,000 deposit, but the contractor never completed the work.  Since then some of the chipping paint has been scrapped and a new contractor has been hired to finish the work.  The work should be completed within the next 30 days.  The windows that need to be replaced might take longer, but those will hopefully be completed within 30 days as well.
Deere made a motion to table this citation and fine until our September 24, 2019 meeting.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.
CASE #3
Case 2019-6262 – 1722 Chestnut St – Owner: Robert B. Williams – Officer: Matt Powell

Citation Fees: $1,000.00

Broderick spoke briefly due to the appellant not being present, letting the board know they do not need to hear the case when there is no representative there.  The citation and fee stand as written.
After some discussion Thomas made a motion to table the citation and fine until our September 24, 2019 meeting.  Eggleton seconded motion which passed unanimously.
