CASE #1
Case 2017-8835 – Citation 2017-10455.1  – Location: 1247 Stubbins St – Owner: Joseph Benjamin Harrison, c/o Derek Harrison – Respondent: Craig Harrison – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation Fees: $803.81

Schargorodski explained to the board, in great detail, all the violations that were found on this property.  He included pictures and the correspondence that was made between Code Enforcement and the owner/representative.  The case has been opened for 74 days.

· Dangerous building: vacant structure with broken/boarded windows, extensive rotting wood/peeling paint

· Vacant structure not maintained in good repair

· Fence on the property not maintained in good repair or structurally sound

· Multiple broken/boarded/missing windows

· Areas of peeling/flaking/chipping paint, holes in exterior walls and rotting wood

· Roof did not appear to be maintained in good repair, sound, tight, etc

· A lack of duty of maintenance of private property

· Dilapidated structure(s)
Craig Harrison came and spoke to the board, explaining that he has been the owner of this property since 8/24/17.  His father was an alcoholic and he could not tell him what to do on his property.  His plan is to complete a full renovation himself and that should be complete in two years.  He explained that there is very little extra income to put back into the home for the renovation.   

Dearbone asked Harrison when he would be able to make significant progress.  Harrison said, “I feel that I have made progress.”  Harrison further explained that he has been working on the inside of the house and is now on his third dumpster.  Harrison said, “I understand my responsibilities and that’s why I’ve been doing what I’ve been doing.”  He argued that he has not committed any violations since he has owned the property.  Dearbone clarified that now that Craig Harrison owns the property, the violations that existed when his father owned it, are now his responsibility as the current property owner. 

Thomas asked the Code Enforcement staff what would happen if Harrison brought the exterior of the property into compliance and is the interior also a concern.  Schargorodski responded saying, the interior is a concern once it gets to the point of renting home and at that time Code Enforcement would need to make an interior inspection, due to the reports that came from the Police and Fire Department on the condition of the property.  If the exterior could be brought up to code first, Harrison could take as long as he needs to complete the work inside.
Deere made a motion to uphold the citation and fine of $803.81.  Dearbone seconded motion which passed unanimously.

Citation Fees: $803.81

Schargorodski explained to the board, all the violations that were found on this property.  He included pictures and the correspondence that was made between Code Enforcement and the owner/representative.  The case has been opened for 74 days.

Simpson asked Harrison what was on the outside of this structure and Harrison stated, “Asbestos.”  He stated to the board he knew everything that needs to be fixed.  
Dearbone made a motion to uphold the citation and fine in the amount of $803.81.  Simpson seconded motion which passed unanimously.

CASE #3
Case 2017-8988 – Citation 2017-10817.3 – Location: 423 11th Ave W – Owner: Paul & Deveta McFarland – Officer: Brad Schargorodski

Citation Fees: $103.81
Schargorodski explained the violations to the board.  This case was closed after 43 days.

An inoperable vehicle

•
An accumulation of rubbish/garbage outdoors on the property

•
A tire outdoors

•
A failure to properly dispose of garbage and maintain sanitation on exterior of premises

McFarland came to the podium and explained to the board that at one time Code Enforcement would come to a property and tag a vehicle that was in violation and work through the vehicle owner on getting compliance, but now it is done through the property owner.  He didn’t feel that he should have to pay the fees for a vehicle that is not his.  He also mentioned that during some of the communication between himself and Schargorodski, he was not able to be contacted because he was on a cruise.
Wilder made a motion to uphold the citation and waive the fine of $103.81.  Simpson seconded motion which passed 4-1.

ADJOURNMENT 
Dearbone made a motion to go into closed session.  Thomas seconded motion which passed unanimously.
